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DOUBLE GROUND BREAKING MARKS BEGINNING
COMMUNITY INTEGRATION FOR PEOPLE WITH DEVELOPMENTAL
DISABILITIES IN BARBERTON AND CUYAHOGA FALLS

In fulfilling their promises of the current levy plan, the County of Summit Developmental Disabilities Board (Summit DD
Board) continues to expand to meet the needs of Summit County’s residents with disabilities. The Summit DD Board broke
ground at two locations in Barberton and Cuyahoga Falls to mark the beginning of construction of community integrated
service centers. Each of these service centers will be a place where eligible people with disabilities and their families will
go to receive work supports, habilitation programs, and to meet with their service and support administrators. The two
facilities will also have Gift Gallery retail stores that sell products made by Weaver artisans with disabilities in downtown
Akron. Construction will take place throughout 2009, with an expected opening date in early 2010. Each community ser-
COUNTY OF vice center will employ as many as 75 people with disabilities and 15 Summit DD Board staff. The centers will be located at

STATE LAW CHANGES
NAME OF SUMMIT MRDD

On July 7, 2009 Governor Strickland signed into law a change in the name of County
Boards of Mental Retardation and Developmental Disabilities (MRDD) and the Ohio De-
partment of MRDD. The new name will delete reference to the term “mental retardation”
so the Summit MRDD, will now be known as the “County of Summit Developmental Dis-
abilities Board".

We will begin use of this name immediately, yet we recognize that there will be a transi-
tion period with continued use of certain forms or materials that are already printed. The
Summit DD Board plans to be frugal in the use of taxpayer funds by continuing to use all
supplies and forms that contain the old name and change the logo or agency name when
the supplies are replenished. The decision to renovate signs and other permanent repre-
sentations of the name or service mark will be made on a case-by-case basis.

With this change, the Summit DD Board has established a new logo, shown next to this
article. Itis important for everyone to understand that this law only changes the name of
the agency. This does not change who we serve and the services we provide. Eligibility
for services has not changed. We are the same agency but simply have a new name, as
required by law.

We recognize that many passionate views have been expressed regarding this possible
name change. The following is an excerpt from a Letter to the Editor, published by the
Columbus Dispatch on Tuesday July 14. A portion of the letter, written by Franklin County
Superintendent Jedd Morrison, is being republished here because of the eloquent way in
which it summarizes the attitudes that have driven the effort to change the name of Ohio’s
MRDD agencies.

“Let attitudes toward disability change.

Is it politically correct to use the term mental retardation now that the General
Assembly has changed the name of County Boards of Mental Retardation and Devel-
opmental Disabilities to Boards of Developmental Disabilities?

The short answer is yes, but let’s hope that the use of terms such as retard disappears
from our language. More important, let’s hope that attitudes continue to shift, whereby
we consider the person first rather than the disability and whereby we recognize that
all people have value and can contribute in meaningful ways to our communities.

The term mental retardation is a medical diagnosis. It means simply that a person
does not learn at the same pace as most others. Is it more acceptable to say intellectu-
al disability or mentally challenged or any number of other terms used over the years?
If the term mental retardation is used to describe a person’s ability so that appropriate
support is received, then it is acceptable to use it. If the term is used to denigrate a
person, it is not acceptable.

Boards of Developmental Disabilities provide services to many people who have
diverse needs. While most have mental retardation, some have other disabilities, in-
cluding cerebral palsy, brain injury, autism and Down syndrome. A developmental
disability is defined as a disability that originates in the childhood years, is expected
to last indefinitely and results in substantial limitations in multiple areas such as learn-
ing, speech and mobility. For many, the cause of the disability is unknown.

Gene Fitch, Volunteer Head Coach of the Summit County
Special Olympic Athletic Club accepts

The Summit DD Board proudly recognizes Gene Fitch, Volunteer Head Coach of the Sum-
mit Special Olympic Athletic Club (SSOAC) as our 2009 Volunteer of the Year. On Thurs-
day, April 23, 2009, Coach Fitch was recognized at the United Way 8th Annual Volunteer
Celebration held at St. Joseph'’s Family Center. Coach Fitch was personally nominated for
this award by Lee and Debbie Eisinger for his outstanding coaching contributions. Their
award submission reads: As an All-American Swimmer at Akron’s Firestone High School
during 1980’s, Gene Fitch has a wealth of experience and knowledge to share with his
swim team and coaching staff. Asvolunteer head coach of the SSOAC, Gene manages two
team practices a week, attends numerous social events planned for the team and encour-
ages and supports the team’s participation in community service events. This year SSOAC
organized a Relay for Life Team — Land Laps for Lynne (as opposed to swim laps!) - to sup-
port the mother of two long-time youth volunteers. Coach Fitch was there to walk laps
with his team. He is all about community awareness and advocacy for his athletes.

Coach Fitch is highly respected throughout the state by other coaches, athletes and meet
officials. He freely shares his philosophies of coaching: each athlete determines his/her
own goals and aspirations and the coach’s role is to provide the assistance to make those
goals come true. Coach Fitch was instrumental in organizing the Brooke McMahan Me-
morial Invitational Meet to honor one of our athletes who passed away suddenly in 2003.
The 4th annual meet will take place in November for Special Olympic swim teams in Area
10. The meet continues to grow each year and Summit County hosted over 100 swimmers
last year. Coach Gene uses this opportunity to demonstrate some of his coaching tech-
niques with the other coaches.

Even though SSOAC team has 32 members, each athlete is treated with respect as an indi-
vidual and allowed to pursue his/her individual goals. Some athletes are more interested
in socialization with their peers than competition while others pursue competition at an
international level. Coach Fitch allows each athlete to write his/her own “contract” with
their goals and what they need to do to accomplish them. With these goals defined and
the encouragement to believe in themselves, athletes are “inspired to aspire”. On many
occasions, families have been surprised to learn what strokes they have learned or what
events their athletes request to swim in a competition. Coach Fitch isn't concerned about
medals but opportunities of growth for his athletes. Swim meet officials allow our coach-
ing staff to spot a SSOAC swimmer in the pool because they're diving off the starting
block, attempting a flip turn or swimming the longer events. To Coach Fitch, it's not all
about winning, but aspiring to be the best you can be.

Coach Fitch allows his athletes to determine their dreams...respects their dreams and
helps make their dreams come true. What more could we ask of a volunteer coach? Con-
